Impact Community Developments is a registered
charitable company with many years experience of
working with vulnerable young people. We provide
a holistic and innovative solution to tackling growing
problems of homelessness, disaffection and
unemployment amongst young people.

Impact was set up in 1997 as the result of an initiative
in response to an increasing number of young people
who were in desperate need of housing and support.
Over the past 9 years we have carried out on-going
renovation and refurbishment of rundown and
vandalised council and other accommodation in
difficult environments, transforming properties into
safe, good quality and vibrant housing solutions for
young people in need.

We have now grown to a total of 55 units of
accommodation in the Bradford district, which houses
and supports over 65 young people aged 16-25
years, with a waiting list that continues to grow.

Our primary aim is to inspire and empower young
people from socially excluded and disaffected
backgrounds to become independent and to reach
their long-term goals and aspirations. We provide
24-hour support with advice, on-site education and
employment training, personal development and
healthy living programmes, diversionary recreational
activities and confidence building initiatives. By
offering a holistic approach to tackling the problems
that young people face, our aim is to encourage
them to improve their personal, health, educational
and employment opportunities, while making a
positive difference to their community.
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Local Statistics

Deprivation in the local area is ranked in
the top 2% in the UK. There are 13,329
residents (in 2001) in the local area. 16-
24 year olds make up approximately 20%
of the population in the Bradford district
totaling 2666 people. There is also currently
no supported accommodation provision for
16-25 year olds in the Holme Wood area.

Purbeck Court History

Impact has been asked by ‘Places for
People’ (North British Housing) to take over
two blocks of flats (named Purbeck Court),
18 apartments in total. These particular
blocks have been difficult to manage for
numerous reasons and have been
uninhabited and vandalised for the past 2
years. They have become a hazard and
an eyesore to the local community and
were earmarked for demolition.

The blocks will be renovated and
refurbished to provide safe, secure and
modern apartment living for up to 30 young
people. Incorporating new central heating,
outside lighting, new carpets/flooring, CCTV
and Safety Support for all new tenants and
the wider community.
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The Challenge

Impact has extensive waiting lists of
homeless people and young people at risk
who require such accommodation. Working
with our partners including St Christopher’s
Holme Wood, are endeavouring to renovate
and refurbish these properties by March
2007. This also includes the building of a
much needed, brand new support facility
within the grounds of Purbeck Court.
With the right partnering and companies
pulling together we believe we can do this.

The renovation scheme has been estimated
at £500,000. Impact has a substantial
amount of monies to inject into this scheme,
however Impact is looking for additional
contributions either on a financial or
practical level to see this challenge
achieved within the set deadline. Local and
regional press, radio and television are
very interested in covering the project.
